BASIC THINGS TO KNOW IF YOU CURL IN MARTENSVILLE

1) Martensville Curling Club is a friendly club and above all wants all members to enjoy the curling and fellowship. Please be a good sport and be cordial both on and off the ice.

2) Keeping the ice clean is very important.  Please have a clean pair of shoes (preferably curling shoes) that are never worn outside and are used solely for your curling.  Even the tiniest bit of gravel can damage curling sliders and can certainly affect the path of a rock. Wear comfortable curling clothes but please refrain from wearing items (eg. Some fleece items or pajama pants) that shed and leave lint on the ice. Also it is important to have a clean broom that will not shed hair on the ice.  If you do wear a gripper on your shoe please make sure it doesn’t leave rubber marks on the ice. Always clean your shoes before stepping on the ice.

3) Please be on time for games and try to play them in the designated time allotted.  If you are on the early draw (6:45 P.M.) please do not start an end after 8:45.  This will allow time for the ice to be cleaned and the 9:00 game to start at a reasonable time. Please check the schedule on the bulletin board for your designated time and ice.

4) On the 6:45 draw during the regular leagues, the winning team is responsible for cleaning the ice for the next draw.

5) Our Mixed League is a True Mixed League and positions alternate in gender.  If a man is skipping then the ladies must play third and lead.  If the lady is skipping the men must play third and lead.  

6) Spares can be used when players are unable to make a game.  Please arrange for your own spares and we encourage you to use the spare list provided by the club.  This list is posted at the rink and on the website.  If your spare is not a member of the club they should pay a spare fee.  The Spare Fee for the season is $25. A spare can play the position of the missing player or a lower position.

7) Teams can play games with 3 players if absolutely necessary.  If it is in the Mixed League the players will have to alternate in genders.  If a lady is missing the remaining men will throw the first rocks and the skip rocks with the lady throwing the in between rocks.  If a man is missing then the ladies will throw the first rocks and the skip rocks.

8) Children are allowed in our Lounge area if they are supervised by an adult.  We reserve the right to ask anyone who is making unnecessary noise or being a nuisance to leave this area.  This would include both adults and children.  Of course no one under the age of 19 can be served any alcoholic beverages.  The lounge is also open to people who are not members of our club.  Please leave the lounge by the designated closing time.

9) If you are at least 19 years of age and curl in one of our leagues (except the Super League and the Daytime League) you will be asked to issue a $50 post-dated incentive cheque for each league.  One of these cheques will be returned after you work each bar shift in the lounge.  You can sign up to work a shift of your choice in the lounge.  If you do not work a bar shift this incentive cheque is cashed at the end of the season.  If you have any questions about this, please contact our Lounge Manager (contact information provided on the website: http://curling.link.ca/10-11_Season/misc/contacts.htm).

10) Our club is quite unique in the fact that we do not have dividing boards between the sheets.  This helps to keep our ice clean but also makes it necessary to always be on the lookout for rocks that may stray on to your sheet.  We ask that the skips and vice skips, especially, always be ready to catch a rock before it goes on to an adjacent sheet.  We also ask that you throw rocks at a reasonable speed.  We realize you need to throw take-out shots but not at such a speed that may cause havoc with rocks flying everywhere and could even hurt someone.

11) Please pay your fees to your league rep on your first night of curling or as soon as possible.  All fees must be paid by Dec. 15th at the latest.
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12) All regular league games are 8 end games.  The losing team may concede before the 8 ends are complete. If the game is tied after 8 ends or in the designated time then a shoot out will take place. Each member of each team alternates  throwing a draw shot with sweeping allowed. If the rock is in or touching the button it is scored as 4; in or touching the 4ft scores 3; in or touching the 8ft is 2; in or touching the 12 ft is 1.  The team with the highest total in the shootout is the winner.  Each team (usually the third on each team) is responsible to mark up the win or loss at the end of each game.

13) The four rock guard rule applies to all league games.  This means no rocks in the free guard zone area can be removed until the second’s stones.  If a rock is driven out of play it must be replaced and the delivered rock removed from play.

14) After delivering your rock please do not leave your body, knees or hands on one spot.  This can melt the pebble and affect the path of the rock.

15) Only skips and vice skips should be in the house at any time to call or discuss a shot.  Please stay on the backboards or on the side between the hog lines when the opposition is delivering a rock and refrain from making unnecessary movement or noise when anyone is delivering a stone.  

16) Of course all Canadian Curling Association rules apply and above all, have fun!!
